for prophecy never came BY the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved
by the Holy Spirit.

If He called them gods, to whom the word of God came (and the Scripture cannot be broken),

Luke 4:4
But Jesus answered him, saying, “It is written,
‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but BY every word of God.””

Isaiah 66:2
...But on this one will I [God] look: On him who is poor and of a contrite spirit, and
who trembles at My word.

Deut. 18:18-19

I will raise up for them a Prophet [Jesus Christ] like you from among their brethren, and will put
My words in His mouth, and He shall speak to them all that | command Him.
